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Abstract

The present study aims to analyze the content of essays written by students based on the
components of the meaning of life and to examine the relationship between these
components and their socio-economic status. This research investigates the dimensions
and elements of the meaning of life from the perspective of 13 to 14-year-old students.
The statistical population consisted of 8,700 individuals, from which a sample of 125
seventh-grade female students from Mashhad, representing three socio-economic
strata—low, middle, and high—was selected. Content analysis methodology was
employed to explore students’ attitudes toward the meaning of life through their essay
narratives. The findings revealed that among the components of the meaning of life,
“relationships” (71%), “belief” (48%), and “pleasure” (46%) were the most frequently
reported by participants. Other components included “growth” (22%), “service” (12%),
“health” (8%), and “school” (7%). Furthermore, a significant correlation was found
between students’ socio-economic status and the components of the meaning of life they
emphasized. Participants from higher socio-economic backgrounds predominantly

referred to “relationships,” “growth,” and “school,” while those from middle socio-
economic status highlighted “pleasure” and “health.” Conversely, students from lower

socio-economic backgrounds frequently mentioned “belief” and “service.”

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Introduction

The concept of the meaning of life has long been a cornerstone of inquiry in
psychology, philosophy, and the social sciences. Defined as an individual's sense of
purpose, value, and direction in life, the meaning of life plays a pivotal role in
fostering mental health, life satisfaction, and resilience in the face of challenges. For
adolescents, a developmental stage marked by transition and identity formation,
understanding the meaning of life is particularly significant as it shapes their
psychological well-being and personal growth. This study focuses on exploring how
socioeconomic status (SES) influences the perception of the meaning of life among
seventh-grade female students in Mashhad, Iran. By analyzing the content of essays
written by these students on the topic of the meaning of life, this research aims to
identify the primary components of their understanding of life’s purpose and examine
how these components are shaped by their socioeconomic backgrounds. The study
addresses a critical gap in the literature by providing a qualitative exploration of this
phenomenon within the cultural and social context of Iran, particularly among

adolescent girls, a group often underrepresented in such research.

Problem Statement

The question of the meaning of life has been a perennial concern across disciplines,
evolving in recent decades into a normative and applied concept in Western academic
discourse. It is widely recognized as a critical factor in psychological and emotional
well-being, influencing mental health, stress coping mechanisms, religious beliefs, and
social behaviors. Adolescence, as a period of transition from childhood to adulthood,
is a critical phase for the formation of one’s understanding of life’s purpose. This
developmental stage is marked by heightened sensitivity to external influences,
including socioeconomic conditions, which can profoundly shape adolescents’
worldviews and aspirations. In Iran, where socioeconomic disparities are evident,
understanding how SES affects adolescents’ perceptions of the meaning of life is
essential for developing targeted educational and psychological interventions. This
study seeks to explore the components of the meaning of life as articulated by female
students and to investigate how these perceptions vary across different socioeconomic

strata.
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Literature Review

Extensive research has explored the meaning of life and its influencing factors,
particularly in the context of adolescence. Studies consistently highlight family, social
relationships, education, and religious beliefs as primary sources of meaning for
young individuals. For instance, Duff and Ayoluz (2009) found that income and
religiosity significantly correlate with the perception of life’s meaning, with spirituality
acting as a mediating factor in lower-income contexts. Other studies have examined
the role of personality traits, noting that extroverted and introverted individuals draw
on different sources of meaning, such as social connections or personal growth,
respectively. In the Iranian context, research has demonstrated positive correlations
between the sense of meaning in life and mental health, hope, life satisfaction, and
religiosity. These findings underscore the multifaceted nature of the meaning of life
and its dependence on contextual factors such as SES, education, and cultural values.
However, there is a paucity of qualitative studies focusing on adolescent girls in non-
Western settings, particularly in Iran, where cultural and religious factors may

uniquely shape their perceptions.

Theoretical Framework

This study is grounded in Ebersole’s (1987) theoretical framework, which categorizes
the meaning of life into 11 distinct dimensions, including relationships, beliefs,
pleasure, growth, service, health, and education. This framework provides a robust
and systematic lens for analyzing the qualitative data derived from students’ essays. By
applying Ebersole’s typology, the study ensures a structured approach to identifying
and interpreting the themes that emerge from the participants’ narratives, allowing for
a nuanced understanding of how adolescent girls conceptualize the meaning of life

and how their socioeconomic contexts influence these conceptualizations.

Methodology

The research employs a qualitative approach using content analysis to explore the
perceptions of the meaning of life among seventh-grade female students in Mashhad.
The study population was selected through multistage cluster sampling, resulting in a
sample of 125 students representing low, middle, and high SES backgrounds. Data
were collected by asking participants to write essays responding to the prompt: “What
does life mean to you, and what are your most important priorities in life?” The essays

were analyzed using a systematic content analysis method, with thematic units as the



primary coding units. To ensure reliability, two independent coders analyzed the data,
achieving an inter-coder agreement rate of 93%. Descriptive statistics and correlation
analyses were used to examine the relationship between SES and the identified

components of the meaning of life.

Findings

The content analysis revealed seven primary components of the meaning of life as
articulated by the participants. The most frequently cited component was
“relationships,” mentioned by 71% of the students, underscoring the centrality of
social bonds in their lives. This was followed by “beliefs” (48%) and “pleasure” (46%),
indicating the significance of spiritual and hedonic dimensions. Other components
included “growth” (22%), “service” (12%), “health” (8%), and “school” (7%). These
findings reflect the diverse sources from which adolescent girls derive meaning,
ranging from interpersonal connections to personal development and societal
contributions.

The analysis of the relationship between SES and these components revealed distinct
patterns. Students from high SES backgrounds emphasized “relationships,” “growth,”
and “school” more frequently, likely due to greater access to educational and social
resources that foster aspirations for personal and academic development. In contrast,
students from middle SES backgrounds focused more on “pleasure” and “health,”
suggesting a balanced perspective that prioritizes quality of life and well-being. Students
from low SES backgrounds predominantly highlighted “beliefs” and “service,” which
may reflect the prominent role of religion and community-oriented values in coping
with economic constraints. These findings indicate that SES significantly shapes the

sources and priorities of meaning in life among adolescent girls.

Discussion

The results of this study align with previous research that underscores the influence of
socioeconomic factors on the perception of the meaning of life. The prominence of
relationships across all SES groups highlights the universal importance of social bonds
in adolescence, consistent with global studies on the topic. However, the variations
across SES groups suggest that access to resources and opportunities shapes the
specific dimensions of meaning that adolescents prioritize. For high SES students, the
focus on growth and education reflects the availability of opportunities for self-

actualization and academic achievement. Conversely, the emphasis on beliefs and

service among low SES students may indicate the compensatory role of spirituality
and community involvement in the face of material limitations. These findings
resonate with Duff and Ayoluz’s (2009) observation that spirituality often serves as a
mediating factor in lower-income contexts.

The study’s implications extend to educational and psychological interventions. The
differential priorities across SES groups highlight the need for tailored programs that
address the unique needs and aspirations of students from diverse backgrounds. For
instance, fostering opportunities for personal growth and academic engagement may
be particularly impactful for high SES students, while strengthening community and
spiritual resources could support the well-being of low SES students. These insights
emphasize the importance of equitable access to educational and social resources to

enhance adolescents’ sense of meaning and overall mental health.

Conclusion

This study provides a comprehensive exploration of the meaning of life as perceived
by seventh-grade female students in Mashhad, highlighting the multifaceted nature of
this concept and its dependence on socioeconomic status. Through qualitative
content analysis, the research identified seven key components of the meaning of
life—relationships, beliefs, pleasure, growth, service, health, and school—and
demonstrated how these components vary across SES groups. The findings
underscore the critical role of socioeconomic context in shaping adolescents’
priorities and sources of meaning, offering valuable insights for educators,
policymakers, and mental health professionals. By understanding these dynamics,
stakeholders can design targeted interventions to support the psychological well-being
and personal development of adolescent girls, ultimately fostering a greater sense of

purpose and satisfaction in their lives.
