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Abstract
This article aims to analyze how Iranian national identity was represented in sports
media during major sports events (Asian Games and Olympics) in the period of the
Islamic Revolution and the Iran-Iraq war (1979-1989). The research method is
historical-critical discourse analysis, employing the approaches of Wodak and
Fairclough, and the conceptual framework is based on Billig’s theory of “banal

nationalism” and Larijani’s doctrine of “Umm al-Qura.” The statistical population

includes the sports media “Donyaye Varzesh, Jomhouri,” and
“Keyhan,” focusing on the Asian Games of Delhi (1982), Seoul (1986), and the Seoul

Olympics (1988), selected through purposive theoretical sampling.

Findings indicate that references to “us” are predominantly made through “Iran and

Islam,” “Muslim nations as part of the self,” and “the Revolution.” Attribution
strategies for constructing the self are used to demonstrate the power of the Islamic
Republic, the export of the Revolution through sports, Iranian ethical values, being a
great nation, the true Muslim, the savior of the oppressed, and the undefeated and
fighting nature of the Iranian people. Persuasive stances such as perseverance, unity,
power, justice, altruism, and culture are used to construct an Iranian-Islamic national
identity, while history, misuse, threat, and lack of benefit are used to construct a

negative “other.”
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Globally, the established order is based on the nation-state, and in the field of sports
and its media representation, there is a similar pattern. However, after the Islamic
Revolution, the identity discourse of the Islamic Republic, challenging this order, does
not prioritize nation-state-based nationalism and instead seeks a new order based on
the unity of the Islamic Ummah. This research shows that during this period, sports
media did not represent national identity solely on a geographical-national basis, but
rather emphasized Islamic and revolutionary components, aiming to use sports as a
tool for exporting the Revolution and displaying the power of the Islamic Republic.

A transformation in the concept of nation and a return to the nation as religion and
followers of religion is evident. The analyzed media represent a common discourse
with ideological similarities in covering sports events, and their narrative of national
identity and the nation overlaps with the official discourse of the Islamic Republic.
These representations are visible not only nationally but also transnationally and
within the Islamic Ummah; support from non-Iranian Muslims and emphasis on
solidarity with Muslim nations are integral to this media discourse.

Moreover, discourse analysis of the media in this period reveals that Iranian national
identity in sports media is reproduced through references to religious, revolutionary,
and resistance values, and traditional elements of Iranian nationalism are merged with
Islamic components. The media, using symbols, myths, and historical narratives,
sought to strengthen national solidarity and legitimize the discourse of the Islamic
Republic, presenting sports as a field for demonstrating unity, perseverance, and
resistance. In summary, the findings show that major sports events during the
Revolution and war became a crucial platform for reproducing and reinforcing
Iranian-Islamic national identity in sports media. The media, using specific discursive
strategies, represented national identity in line with the official ideology of the Islamic
Republic and used sports as a tool for exporting the Revolution and demonstrating
national power. These representations were effective not only domestically but also
regionally and transnationally, contributing to the formation of a new identity for the
Iranian nation. This study, by focusing on historical discourse analysis, highlights the
role of sports and media in constructing national identity during a critical period in
Iran’s history and paves the way for further theoretical and empirical studies in this
field.

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1.Introduction

Identity and its reflection, as well as its historical transformations, have always been
the subject of numerous researchers, especially since the 1970s. Anthony Smith
believes that among all collective identities, national identity is the highest level.
Discourse analysts such as Wodak consider identity a discursive matter. Wodak
argues that national identity is constructed and transmitted through discourse.
According to Wodak (2009), having an identity requires the ability to express it
through language and related codes.

With the advent of mass media, powerful tools for shaping collective identity
emerged. Identity discourses both influence and are influenced by mass media; thus,
one of the most important elements in constructing identity is the capacity of powers
to shape their desired discursive order, marginalize the “other,” and present
themselves as an independent identity in the media. By examining the media in any
period, one can identify aspects of constructed identities in each historical era.

Major sports events are also the main arena for the manifestation of national identities
in sports. In these events, national teams represent each country, and the raising of the
flag and playing of the national anthem symbolize pride and the highest display of
each nation. In the contemporary era, sports and their media coverage have become a
new field for the urgent manifestation of identity, especially at the national level.
Media can help shape identity from the perspective of reflecting and representing
power. Kennedy and Hills (2009) believe that analyzing mediated sports is a method
for exploring changing configurations of power and social identity. Billig (1995) also
argued that having a national identity means having ways to talk about nationality,
and the study of identity should include a detailed analysis of discourse, which is
particularly evident in media coverage of sports.

The representation of national identity can occur through the articulation of ideology,
cultural and social values, racial stereotypes, economic and linguistic factors, and
specific textual strategies in the media. The production of sports content can thus lead
to consensus over particular values.

Iranian scholars such as Kachouyan (2006) considered national identity discourses as
products of different historical periods. Each period, especially after the Revolution,
saw new developments in identity, and this research observes these identity
transformations from the perspective of sports. After the Islamic Revolution, a
hegemonic discourse rooted in Shiite Islam emerged, redefining identity discourses
and employing distinct elements to define “self” and “other” at domestic, national,

and transnational levels. The Revolution and the new identity discourse, centered on



Imam Khomeini, were most prominent until the end of the war. Understanding the
methods of constructing national identity during this period is crucial, and sports
played a significant role in this process.

The main issue addressed in this article is the tension between participation in sports
events and the identity policy of the Islamic Republic during the Revolution and the
war. This tension arises because sports events, based on the global order, are primarily
venues for the manifestation and consolidation of nationalist identities, while the
identity discourse of the Islamic Republic challenges this order and seeks a new order
based on the unity of the Islamic Ummah. The central question is how these macro-

level conflicts are represented and resolved in the media.

2. Literature Review

2.1 Domestic Studies

Ahmadpour et al. (2022) examined the use of national identity in Iranian sports
policy, showing that identity in sports is a process for producing and transforming
identity images, such as “sports nationalism” and “sports patriotism.” Akhavan
Kazemi and Shahghaleh (2013) found that success in international football creates
national identity and pride, while defeat leads to disappointment and wounded
national pride. Fazeli (2012) argued that governments use sports, especially football,
to control public opinion and nation-building; the Islamic Republic has used national
football to strengthen national identity. Hashemi and Javadi Yeganeh (2007) noted
that the identity effects of football are not limited to national identity but are also

visible transnationally, with support from non-Iranian Muslims as examples.

2.2 International Studies

Ziaei et al. (2021) identified four main themes in the media construction of Iranian
identity during the 2018 World Cup and 2019 Asian Cup: “persistent passion,”
“determined and dutiful,” “oppressed but great,” and “emotional.” Political and
historical references in Iranian media help reproduce national identity. Orneolf Sipple
(2017) showed that more democratic, affluent, and globalized countries have less
sports nationalism. Tai Nieh (2013) analyzed the construction of nationalism in
Chinese and US newspapers during the 2012 London Olympics, finding three levels:
representing athletes with specific nationalist ideologies, the potential influence of
reporters’ personal identities, and genre choices for engaging readers.

The novelty of this research lies in (1) identifying dominant discourses of Iranian

identity during a specific period (Revolution and war), (2) understanding the role of
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sports in constructing national identity discourses, and (3) using discourse analysis to
explain the role of sports in national identity, with a historical approach

distinguishing this study from previous ones.

3. Theoretical and Conceptual Framework

3.1 Media, National Identity, and Sports

Identity can be defined as the social position of self and other (Bucholtz & Hall, 2005).
Bourdieu considered national identity a form of habitus, a set of common ideas,
perceptions, and emotional attitudes internalized through national socialization.
Discursive construction of national identity is essentially the construction of
differences and distinctions (Georgalou, 2009). National identity is temporary and
constantly reproduced through stories, images, symbols, and rituals that signify
nationality. Major political events, disasters, wars, national commemorations, or
major sports events are crucial for reinforcing national unity (Harr & Danesi, 1999).
Baker and Elles (2011) discuss “nationalist discourse” in national identity, which
enables the construction, reproduction, stabilization, and transformation of national
identity. Nationalist discourse represents shared experience through narratives,
symbols, and rituals as the core of national identity. Maguire (1994) described a
dialectical relationship between nation and sport, where sports serve as an important
factor in identifying national identity, and nations use sports to introduce themselves
to the world. Sports teams, rather than individuals, help cultivate and display social
and national values globally (Georgalou, 2009). McClancy (1996) argued that sport is
a primary means by which nationalist ontology imposes itself on people, reinforced by
international competitions.

Mass media can shape national identity and public attitudes by producing and
reproducing shared values and concepts. Sports media, using discourses about
nations, nationalist sentiments (sometimes with military terminology), cultural and
historical symbols, reflect and construct nationalism (Ziaei et al., 2021). Rao (2003)
noted that even if globalization reduces nationalist sentiments, media images of major
sports events still include many nationalist expressions. Anderson (1991) emphasized
that national newspapers are important arenas for disseminating national agendas and
play a key role in creating dominant national meanings, ideologies, and cultures,

acting as “nationalist novels” that engage people in national discourse.



3.2 Evolution of the Concept of Nation and National Identity after the 1979
Revolution

The concept of nation in Iranian history has had different meanings. Najafi (2002)
identified three meanings: (1) religion and law, (2) people following religion, and (3)
people following religion within the geographical boundaries of Iran. Kachouyan and
Zaeeri (2014) argued that the concept of nation in Iran evolved from nation as
religion to nation as religious scholars and then to nation as followers of religion.
Political and social events shifted the concept from referring to a corpus of divine laws
to a group of prominent individuals representing those laws.

After the Revolution, revolutionaries led by Imam Khomeini defined Islam as the sole
component of Iranian identity, attacking the secular Persian nationalism of the Shah’s
era. Saleh and Vural (2015) noted that post-Revolution Islamists used religious
institutions to expand their ideological influence, aiming to Islamize Iran. The new
system needed a definition of identity, requiring a space for narrating identity from
within the new discourse (Tajik, 2005). The new regime promoted an identity for the
Iranian nation based on Islam, Shiism, and Islamic-Shiite values. According to Ansari
(2012), Khomeini symbolized “religious nationalism,” which led to the Revolution
and the establishment of the Islamic Republic. Khomeini distinguished between “pure
Muhammadan Islam” and “American Islam,” the former being authentic and
revolutionary, the latter being empty and supportive of Western powers, lacking

resistance and separation of religion from politics.

3.3 Umm al-Qura Doctrine

The Umm al-Qura doctrine, introduced by Mohammad Javad Larijani in the early
1980s, explained the foreign policy of the Islamic Republic and Iran’s position in the
Muslim world. It addressed the theoretical gap in reconciling the dichotomy between
the Ummah and the nation-state. According to Larijani, after the Islamic Revolution
and Khomeini’s leadership, Iran became the Umm al-Qura (mother of cities) of the
Islamic world. The preservation of Umm al-Qura takes precedence over all else,
meaning the full preservation of the governmental system, including territorial

integrity and the Islamic system.

4. Methodology
This study uses historical-critical discourse analysis, focusing on Wodak and
Fairclough’s approaches. The statistical population includes the sports magazines

“Donyaye Varzesh,” “Keyhan Varzeshi,” “Jomhouri,” and “Keyhan,” covering the
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Asian Games of Delhi (1982), Seoul (1986), and the Seoul Olympics (1988). The
sampling is purposive and theoretical, analyzing media texts related to the

representation of national identity.

5. Findings

The analysis shows that Iranian sports media during the Revolution and war
represented national identity by referencing “Iran and Islam,” emphasizing “Muslim
nations” and “the Revolution.” Discursive strategies for constructing the self included
demonstrating the power of the Islamic Republic, exporting the Revolution through
sports, ethical values, being a great nation, true Muslim, savior of the oppressed, and
the fighting spirit of the Iranian people. For constructing the “other,” elements of
threat, misuse, and lack of benefit were used. Persuasive stances such as perseverance,
unity, and altruism were used to reinforce the Iranian-Islamic national identity. The
media sought, through coverage of sports events, to reinforce and reproduce the
identity discourse of the Islamic Republic, presenting the Iranian nation as a Muslim,

resilient, and pioneering nation.

6. Discussion and Conclusion

The results show that major sports events during the Revolution and war became a
crucial platform for reproducing and reinforcing Iranian-Islamic national identity in
sports media. The media, using specific discursive strategies, represented national
identity in line with the official ideology of the Islamic Republic and used sports as a
tool for exporting the Revolution and demonstrating national power. These
representations were effective not only domestically but also regionally and
transnationally, contributing to the formation of a new identity for the Iranian nation.
This study, by focusing on historical discourse analysis, highlights the role of sports
and media in constructing national identity during a critical period in Iran’s history
